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 THE  WRIGHT  WAY OF THINKING ………….. 
  “Grace and peace be to you from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.”  
The Apostle Paul used that greeting quite often when writing to the churches 
of his day. He also would say, “I always thank my God for you because of the 
grace of God that was given to you in Christ Jesus.” (I Corinthians 1:4) The 

common thought in both of those phrases is the word grace. If we think about that for a moment 
we will see that many of those he wrote to were new Christians or Christians he was urging to 
“keep the faith” in the midst of the hardships of their days. While society has certainly advanced 
since that day, I am not sure we are all that different in one aspect. We still need the grace of 
God in our lives.  
     We still need the grace that forgives and renews. We still need the grace that lets us know 
we are forgiven and allows us to forgive. We still need the grace that sustains and uplifts. We 
still need the grace of God that provides peace and comfort. God’s grace is amazing and the 
need for God’s grace has not diminished. Yet, for all our need of grace, we sometimes have a 
hard time understanding exactly what grace is. Many people have trouble resting wholly in the 
work of God in their lives.  They don’t understand “For by grace you are saved  through faith,   
and this is not from yourselves, it is the gift of God;”  (Ephesians 2:8).  
     However, if you were to do a poll about hymns people are familiar with, Amazing Grace 
would probably top the list. Almost everyone knows that hymn whether they were raised in 
church or not. If that hymn is so beloved, why do we have such a hard time understanding 
grace?  I am not sure except it is something we can’t see or touch. This thought leads me to 
ask, can we sing the hymn but not know what it means?  
    It is for that reason that this year we are going to use Amazing Grace as our theme for our 
Campmeeting services.  Through these weeks, we will look at the various aspects of grace and 
what grace means in our lives. We will use stories such as the Prodigal Son and Jesus talking to 
the young lawyer who asked Him what he should do to inherit eternal life.  We will sing the 
songs of grace and we will pray for grace to abound. We will also look at the United Methodist 
understanding of how grace works in our lives.  That understanding was given to us by John 
Wesley through his teaching and preaching.  
    My aim is that we will come out of these services with a new understanding and appreciation 
for God’s grace which is so real and powerful. I would ask that you pray for these services and 
that you make every effort to attend. I would also encourage you to invite people you know who 
do not have a relationship with Jesus Christ to share in these services. Don’t say, “hey you don’t 
know Christ you need to come to church with me.” Just say, “we are having some special ser-
vices this month, would you like to come to church with me.”  Those two approaches illustrate 
why many people I believe, have trouble with grace.  It’s because we often are not graceful in 
how we treat them and invite them to church.  The world is full of judgmentalism. The church 
doesn’t need to be. The church should be full of grace. I look forward to sharing these weeks 
with you. Until then, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God and the fellowship 
of the Holy Spirit be with you all.  (2 Corinthians 13:13)                                  Love, �������

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Boundaries & Myths Explained by Carolyn Jackson  
Boundary Myth # #5 - BOUNDARIES MEAN THAT I AM ANGRY 
   The truth  is boundaries make us less angry.  For example: Sally finally gathered enough courage 
to tell her boss she would no longer work weekends without being paid.  She had requested a meet-
ing and it had gone well.  Her boss was understanding, the issue was being resolved. Everything 
was going well except inside Sally. She had prepared her issues well and the presentation was well 
accepted.  Mid way through her presentation she became aware of a sense of rage welling up in-
side. Her feeling of anger and injustice had been difficult to keep hidden.  It even slipped out in some 
sarcastic comments about boss’s golfing Fridays, these were comments that she had no intention of 
sharing. After her meeting while sitting at her desk, Sally felt confused. Sally wondered where the 
anger had come from.  Maybe the culprit was the boundaries she’d been setting.   
     When one experiences years of constant boundary violations it generates great anger.  This an-
ger is a warning that something is wrong and a sign that we need to move forward to confront the 
threat that is posed. When people begin telling the truth, setting limits, and taking responsibility, an 
“angry cloud” follows them around for a while.  The boundary setter becomes touchy, easily of-
fended, and discovers a hair-trigger temper that frightens them.  Friends and family will make com-
ments like, “You’re not the nice loving person we use to know.”  Guilt and shame caused by these 
remarks can further confuse new boundary setters.   When we experience angry feelings they tell us 
that our boundaries have been violated or serve as an early warning system that we are in danger of 
being injured or controlled. 
   The following are some of the things our “negative” emotions tell us: 1) Fear tells us to move away 
from danger, to be careful; 2) Sadness tells us that we have lost something – a job or relationship, 
an opportunity, or an idea; 3) Anger is also a signal, like fear anger signals danger.  Rather than urg-
ing us to withdraw, anger is a sign that we need to move forward to confront the threat.  Jesus’ rage 
at the defilement of the temple is an example of how this feeling functions.      As with all emotions, 
anger doesn’t understand time. Anger doesn’t dissipate automatically if the danger occurred two 
minutes ago – or many years ago! It has to be worked through appropriately, otherwise, anger sim-
ply lives inside the heart.   
    Another example of anger is Justin being raised in a family where he was envied because of his 
family being close. His friends would make comments like, “you are lucky your parents are so close 
to you and care about you, mine could care less about me and my siblings.” Justin didn’t notice that 
his family carefully controlled differences and separateness. No one ever really disagreed or fought 
over values or feelings.  Justin thought conflict meant a loss of love. Justin got married and after a 
while his marriage began suffering and he began to question his past.  Justin’s wife was a woman 
who manipulated him and controlled him.  He recognized that his marriage was in serious trouble, 
but to his surprise, he was not only angry at himself for getting into this mess, but also at his parents 
for not equipping him with tools for handling life better.  Justin was angry but didn’t remain angry at 
his parents and he also had many guilt feelings.  As his hostile feelings surfaced he brought them to 
the relationship, and confessed them.  
  The first step toward resolving past anger is to experience the grace of God through others who 
love you in your anger.  The second step is to rebuild the injured parts of your soul. Take responsibil-
ity for healing the “treasures” that may have been violated.  The more biblical our boundaries are, the 
less anger we experience! Persons with mature boundaries are the least angry people in the world. 
While those who are just beginning boundary work see their anger increase, this passes as bounda-
ries grow and develop.
