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 THE  WRIGHT  WAY OF THINKING…...          
 Greetings in the name and love of Jesus Christ.   February is a month 
known for love because of Valentines Day.  I remember back in grade 
school we would exchange valentines and candy in the classroom. Some-
times our  intent wasn’t to love, but to get treats. We would say we loved 

on the valentines or some other corny line about Be Mine!  But, we had no real idea what love 
meant and even then there were people we would be hesitant to give a valentine to or at least 
we would make sure it was one of the more generic ones. 
     The Bible teaches us a lot about love. Let me refresh your memory: 
· John 13:34-35 "A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you 

must love one another.  By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one 
another." 

· I Corinthians 13: 4-6 Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not 
proud. It is not rude, it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of 
wrongs. Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth. It always protects, always 
trusts, always hopes, always perseveres. 

· 1 John 3:11 This is the message you heard from the beginning: We should love one an-
other. 

· 1 John 3:18 Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with actions and in truth. 
· 1 John 3:23  And this is his command: to believe in the name of his Son, Jesus Christ, and 

to love one another as he commanded us. 
· 1 John 4:7-10 Dear friends, let us love one another, for love comes from God. Everyone 

who loves has been born of God and knows God. Whoever does not love does not know 
God, because God is love. This is how God showed his love among us: He sent his one and 
only Son into the world that we might live through him. This is love: not that we loved God, 
but that he loved us and sent his Son as an atoning sacrifice for our sins. 

· I John 4:19-21 We love because he first loved us. If anyone says, "I love God," yet hates his 
brother, he is a liar. For anyone who does not love his brother, whom he has seen, cannot 
love God, whom he has not seen. And he has given us this command: Whoever loves God 
must also love his brother. 

  Sometimes we show love. Sometimes we don’t.  Sometimes we say we love but our actions 
and attitudes say otherwise. Sometimes this happens inside the church. Sometimes this hap-
pens in our homes, jobsites, or even in our front yards. Part of the problem is we think we are 
loving when really we are not. We don’t see the attitude we give to others as being hurtful.  If we 
say hateful things or just snippy things to one another, we are not loving. If we think more highly 
of ourselves and look down at others, we are not loving. If we think about ourselves above oth-
ers, we are not loving. If we favor some and exclude others, we are not loving. Christ teaches us 
to love each other as we have been loved by God. Let us examine how we treat each other to 
see if we are loving each other as Christ loves us. That is what we should be doing and if we are 
not we are only fooling ourselves.

Boundaries Explained by Carolyn Jackson           Boundary #9  The Law of Activity 
     Most people are responders and/or initiators.  Many times we have boundary problems be-
cause we lack initiative—the God given ability to propel ourselves into life.  When we are tod-
dlers we begin to run into boundaries, like Mom’s knee, when we try to enter somewhere we 
shouldn’t be going. We are told “NO”, a gate prevents us from entering places that aren’t good 
for us. These are types of boundaries.  This is where the aggressive child learns limits without 
losing his or her spirit. 
     I have a problem, what am I going to do? If I am a well boundaried person, I will be active in 
finding a solution to the problem, I will assume ownership of the problem.  If I am a passive per-
son, I will grumble, explode, or become the victim.  The sad thing is that many people who are 
passive are not inherently bad, but evil is an active force, and passivity can become an ally of 
evil when we don’t push against it. God will match our effort, but he will never do our work for 
us.  If God did the work for us that would be an invasion of our boundaries and God does not 
invade our boundaries.  He wants us to be assertive and active, seeking and knocking on the 
door of life. 
     Dr. Cloud explains what our part is in the following story.  A man was an alcoholic. Dr. Cloud 
said to him, “You are an alcoholic.”  “Yes” replied the man, “a hopeless one. I have had 2 busi-
nesses fail, and had 2 divorces.” Dr. Cloud asked, “How did you become sober?” The man re-
plied, “I went to 7 meetings a day.” “7 meetings a day!” said Dr. Cloud. The man said “yes, if I 
could just make it to the next meeting without a drink, that was about what my need was.” This 
could apply to any situation because when we want to heal, we become hungry and thirsty to 
find a solution to resolve the pain.  Our spiritual and emotional well-being depends on our hav-
ing the spirit to seek and knock on the door of life. 
     Trying and failing and trying again is called learning.  God matches our efforts as we struggle 
in this process of failing and trying again until we get it. God will never do our work for us be-
cause this would be an invasion of our boundaries.  He wants us to be assertive and active 
seeking resolutions. God’s grace covers our failures.  Hebrews 10:38-39 tells us, “ But my right-
eous one will live by faith. And if he shrinks back, I will not be pleased with him.  But we are not 
of those who shrink back and are destroyed, but of those who believe.”  (NIV). We are encour-
aged not to abandon our faith in times of persecution, but to show by our endurance that our 
faith is real.  Faith means resting in what Christ has done for us in the past, but it also means 
trusting Him for what he will do for us in the now and in the future. 
     It is said that when a baby bird is ready to hatch, if we break the egg for the bird, the bird will 
not live and it will die.  The bird must peck own way out of the shell into the world.  This aggres-
sive “workout” strengthens the bird, allowing it to function in the world.  When we take away the 
responsibility, the bird will die. God secured our lot in life, but we have to possess it, by assum-
ing responsibility and ownership of it. Through suffering we learn obedience.  This gives us tools 
to be an active player in this thing called life.   

During Lent, the Pastor will lead a study on the book by Bishop Robert Schnase 
called The Five Practices of Fruitful Congregations. The five practices are: Radical 
Hospitality, Passionate Worship, Intentional Faith Development, Risk-Taking 
Mission and Service, and Extravagant Generosity.  The study will be a way for us 
to learn how we can grow in these ways. He will offer the study both as a day study 

and a night study. If you would like more information or if you would like to participate, please 
see the Pastor.
