 THE  WRIGHT  WAY OF THINKING ….. Greetings in the name and espe-
cially the love of Christ.  One of the realizations that has been brought to my 
mind again recently is the brokenness of our world. When you read the head-
lines and hear the news, it only serves as evidence of the decline of morals in 
our world. Lately, I have been talking to several people who are in situations of 

pain in their families with broken relationships and it reinforces that ours is a broken world.  
     One thought that comes to my mind is where do people find the hope and healing they need. 
The truth is they should find it in Christ and the logical place they should find it in Christ is the 
Church. However, one comment often heard is the church is a place that offers only judgment.  
While that is a generalization, unfortunately, like bad news, it travels fast and is easily believed 
especially if it has been experienced by the person spreading the news. 
     In his book, Between Noon and Three: Morality, Brian Stoffregen quotes Robert Capon’s  
that “the church is not in the morals business. The world does a pretty good job of that. What the 
world can’t get right is the forgiveness business which is the church’s proper job.” When I first 
read that and then saw it used in a friend’s newsletter article, I didn’t  know what to think of it. 
On one hand, it seems the church should be in the morals business, at least lifting up and 
teaching good morals. But, Stoffregen writes, “Morality by its very nature, must be concerned 
with norms, with standards; whereas grace, by definition, is concerned with persons. Morality 
deals with virtue and vice. ...Grace, however, deals with sin.”  
     All this got me to thinking about how people who are hurting and broken often say when they 
turn to the church they are met with condemnation not grace. They are met with judgmental atti-
tudes and actions. What is it in our nature that we would rather tear someone down than build 
them up? Do we think we are superior because of our superior morality? The danger in that atti-
tude is we become like the Pharisees of old.  Further, it is like we say one thing but do another. 
We talk grace but we don’t live it. Julian Gordy tells a story of a physician who came to talk to a 
high school class about the dangers of smoking. He scared the students with grim pictures of 
smoker’s lungs and tales of death from lung cancer. He finished his speech by saying, 
“Remember, fire on one end, fool on the other.” The students were impressed until some of 
them saw him getting into his car and lighting up a cigarette. His creditability was shot. Saying 
one thing and doing another is something nobody respects.  
     When we as the church, profess to be people of grace, but then we don’t live  that grace and 
offer that grace, what does that say about our creditability?  Sometimes we become more ob-
sessed about rules than we do souls. Instead of offering the forgiveness and grace of Christ, we 
offer judgment and lessons in morality. Part of our duty as the church is to teach people how to 
live in Christ. But, as the old saying goes, you don’t clean the fish before you catch them. We 
need to offer grace to a hurting and broken world. People need to know they can find forgive-
ness and love here. They need to know someone cares and they will not meet them with judg-
ment, but with the love of Christ.  I pray that we, as the body of Christ at Allen Memorial, will be 
people of grace and that people will not be afraid to come here and when they do, they will find 
welcoming grace and love.  Join me as we pray for this to be true in us!  Love, ����

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Boundaries & Myths Explained by Carolyn Jackson  
Boundary Myths: Myth #3: If I begin setting Boundaries, I will be hurt by others.  
 Boundaries are defensive tools, not offensive weapons – our intention is important.  You 
can not be hurt by others unless you choose to let their stuff hurt you.  We can choose to let 
other’s words, opinions, and ideas hurt us by choosing to make their stuff mine and we each 
have a choice to make. Is it possible that others will become angry at our boundaries and attack 
or withdraw from us? Absolutely!  God does not give us the power or the right to control how 
others respond to our no.  Have you chosen to be hurt by someone’s NO? 
    A rich young man asked Jesus, “Teacher, what good thing must I do to get eternal life?” 
Jesus answered, “If you want to enter life, obey the commandments!”   The young man replied, 
“I have kept all of these, What do I still lack?”  Jesus answered, “If you want to be perfect, go, 
sell your possessions and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven. Then come 
follow me.”  When the young man heard this, he went away sad, because he had great wealth. 
(Matt 19:16-22 NIV paraphrased).  Jesus knew the young man worshiped money so he let him 
walk away. 
    We cannot manipulate people into swallowing our boundaries by sugarcoating them. The 
people in our lives who can respect our boundaries will love our wills, our ideas, and our sepa-
rateness.  Those who cannot respect our boundaries are telling us that they don’t love us when 
we say no, only when we say yes.  When we make a choice to set a boundary and we experi-
ence fear, that fear could be abandonment of that person, yet living without boundaries usually 
means we aren’t really connected to others. The flip side of this is that people who have limits 
tend to have more love. 
    If we allow others to hurt us then we need to honestly assess our own fragility.  How can 
someone else’s “NO” hurt us?  Ask yourself whose “NO” it is; if it isn’t your “NO” then it cannot 
hurt you. Also ask yourself, do I own this or does someone else? If it belongs to someone else, 
then it does not belong to you and you need to move on.  If it does belong to you, then you are 
responsible for maintaining your “NO” and being okay with it.  Look at boundaries as defensive 
mechanisms rather than offensive weapons. If we continue to give the person another chance, 
and another chance then we continue to let others use us.  Boundaries are a defensive tool so 
we can care for ourselves.  Appropriate boundaries do not control, attack or hurt anyone.  They 
prevent our treasures from being taken away.  Appropriate boundaries protect us from harm.  
God knows we are to take responsibility for our lives, and sometimes saying “NO” helps us to 
stay on the right path rather than being pulled into situations that are not good for us.
