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Boundaries & Myths Explained by Carolyn Jackson  
BOUNDARY MYTHS: Myth #2 Boundaries are a sign of disobedience.  

      Many people fear that by setting and keeping limits it is like saying,  “I am rebellious and I 
and disobedient if I don’t want to go along.”  In many church circles you will often hear state-
ments such as, “Your unwillingness to go along with our program shows an unresponsive 
heart.”  Many individuals remain trapped in activities of no genuine spiritual and emotional 
value. The truth is a person with no boundaries is often a sign of disobedience. 
     Many people without boundaries are compliant because they are not able to say NO. As they 
continue to be compliant on the outside, they are being rebellious and resentful on the inside; 
hating not doing what they agreed to do.  This is why many people are so over-extended.  
When you are able to say NO to things then you are able to say YES to those things you really 
want and like to do. 
     How often have we wanted to avoid that person who wants us to do one more thing? Listen 
to this situation:  Brad and Kerry were leaving church and Brad had almost made it to his car 
when Kerry caught up with him, Brad is thinking “here it goes again, maybe I can avoid this 
one.” “Brad” Kerry shouted, “Glad I saw you!”  Kerry was a dedicated recruiter for the singles 
class though he was often insensitive to the fact that everyone didn’t want to attend his meet-
ings.  Kerry asks Brad, “which study he can I put you down for, prophecy, evangelism, or Mark?”  
Brad thought to himself, none of these interests me, but because he is a ranking officer in the 
singles class, if I don’t agree to do one then Kerry could jeopardize my relationships with others 
in the group. I wonder which class will be the shortest?”  Brad responds with, “how about proph-
ecy?” “Great” says Kerry, “we will be studying prophecy for the next 18 months.” Kerry walks 
away pleased. In his own mind, Brad thought he was being obedient. But, when you look at his 
motive for agreeing to do the study, it was FEAR! He committed to a Bible study, and that is a 
good thing, but he committed under the wrong motivation. What were Brad’s thoughts and atti-
tudes?  
      God knows what is in our hearts and He hears what we say. Actions do not match our words 
because when we say YES when we really mean NO, we will not complete a project or only half 
do it. Our heart is not in it so our outcome is not going to be what it could be. Brad was more 
concerned about losing other relationships if he disappointed Kerry. Why is this important? Be-
cause it illustrates a biblical principle: an internal no nullifies and an external yes.  God’s con-
cern is more with our hearts than with our outward compliance. “For I desire mercy, not sacri-
fice, and acknowledgment of God rather than burnt offering.” (Hosea 6:6 NIV).   
      A good way of looking at this myth that boundaries are a sign of disobedience is if we can’t 
say no, we can’t say yes. Why is this? It has to do with our motivation to obey, to love, or to be 
responsible.  We must always say yes out of a heart of love.  When our motive is fear, we love 
not.  Look at these two ways of giving: “reluctantly” and “under compulsion.” They both involve 
fear—either of a real person or a guilty conscience. These motives cannot exist side by side 
with love, because “there is no fear in love; but perfect love cast out fear” (1John 4:18 NASB).  
When I am saying YES to God, I probably am saying NO to someone else and they won’t be 
happy. But, we have to realize it was the right thing to do. 
      Boundaries can be a sign of disobedience, but we can say no to good things for the wrong 
reasons.  Having an honest NO helps us to clarify and to tell the truth about our motives. Then 
we can allow God to work in us. This process cannot be accomplished in a fearful heart.
