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 THE  WRIGHT  WAY OF THINKING -  In October, we celebrate Laity Sun-
day; our annual Sunday to call attention to the ministry of the Laity.   Like 
Mother’s Day and Father’s Day, surely we acknowledge and celebrate the minis-
try of the Laity more than one day. Without the Laity, we have no church. We can 

have a building and a pastor. But, the pastor preaches to empty pews.  
     When you join the church, you promise to uphold it by your prayers, your presence, your 
gifts, and your service. Each time someone joins the church today and says their vows (and we 
have now added “your witness” to the list), everyone has the opportunity to reaffirm their vows 
as well. Many people just recite them just as they nodded accordingly when the pastor asks 
them originally. If they say no, it will embarrass them. Yet how you live out those vows deter-
mines the work of the Laity and the life of the church. If you take them seriously, the church 
grows from your commitment. If they are not a priority, the church’s ministry is hampered.  
     As you live out those vows, you really express stewardship. Too often, we only associate 
stewardship with money and we talk about how the church always wants our money.  Most all of 
us know that the Biblical standard for giving is the tithe…10%. That would be part of your gifts 
vow when you joined the church. Apparently many of us are not living out that vow because 
studies have shown that the average United Methodist gives only 1.9% of their income. And we 
wonder why the church has “money” problems. We have misplaced the reasoning. You’re not 
really giving to the church but to God. We’ve got to build up tithing. But, we also have to extend 
the concept of stewardship beyond simply money. I came across an article that appeared in the 
October 2008 edition of Stewardship published by Parish Publishing, LLC. I want to share it with 
you. Tell me what you think.  And let’s work together to let the church be all it can be and all 
God wants it to be. Love,  ����������������                                   
     My Response to God’s Love - Stewardship: what does it really mean? It means understand-
ing and using who we are, what we have, what we do, individually and corporately, to carry out 
the mission for which we were sent. I am a child of God’s…..unique, different than any other 
human being….a frighteningly awesome, humbling, exciting, and challenging fact. It is my re-
sponsibility to try and find out in what ways I am unique and how to use what I find out. 
     With what abilities have I been endowed? Do I have some understanding about what the pur-
pose of my life is supposed to be? Do I know how I’m to use my material possessions to accom-
plish that purpose? Sometimes it is helpful to talk over things of this nature with someone whose 
opinion you value; but for me, the best approach is to pray about it. My stewardship is my re-
sponse to God’s love for me, and what better way is there to determine what that response must 
be than to be in communication with God. Our understanding of our personal stewardship today 
is not necessarily what our understanding will be tomorrow or years hence. It changes with age, 
physical capacities, economic circumstances and especially with the growth that comes as we 
move from the ‘now I lay be down to sleep’ kind of prayers to longer periods of silence, listening 
and meditation. Christian stewardship encompasses all things. What you and I return to the Lord 
is in direct proportion to how well we understand who we are, why we are here, and our willful 
commitment to try and express our thanks. ----by Deacon Dave

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Boundaries Myths Explained by Carolyn Jackson  
Boundary Myth # 7  Boundaries cause feelings of guilt.  

     How can being a good steward of who I am, if having boundaries causes me feelings of 
guilt? The truth is boundaries should not produce guilt feelings. How often has someone said to 
you? “After all I have done for you….”  This statement makes us feel bad if we don’t meet their 
expectation. However, the reality is “boundaries do not cause us to choose guilt.”   Let’s look at 
an example.  
     Michael shook his head and said, “There is something wrong with this picture, something is 
not right in all of this for me.”  His parents had always been so very caring and loving. He had 
always done what they wanted and they were always concerned. Their relationship had always 
appeared to be the ideal until something happened that was not what his parents wanted. Mi-
chael met Sharon and they got married. They saw his folks weekly and often more. The children 
came along and all was fine. Then Michael was offered a job, the position of his dreams, in an-
other city across the country. Sharon and the children were excited. But when he shared his 
good news with his parents, things changed.  He began hearing about his Dad’s health, his 
Mom’s loneliness, and how he and his family were the only bright spots in their lives.  To top it 
all off, he was told about all the sacrifices they had made for him. After listening to his parents, 
he began to question himself. “What do I do?  How can I leave them after all that they have 
done?”  
     Michael isn’t alone in questioning his decision to do something different than his parent’s or 
someone else’s liking.  One of the major obstacles to setting boundaries with others is our feel-
ings of obligation. What do we owe not only our parents, but anyone who has been loving to-
ward us?  What’s appropriate and biblical, and what isn’t?   
     Many individuals solve this dilemma by avoiding setting boundaries with those to whom they 
feel an obligation.  Then they are able to avoid the guilty feelings that occur when they say no or 
decide to do something different to those who have cared for them or done something kind for 
them.  They never leave home so to speak.  They don’t change schools or churches. They may 
even stay in a very unsatisfying job when making the change would be in their best interest and 
a mature thing to do. 
    The idea that because we have received something, we owe something, is not true.  When 
something is given to us we need to ask, “Is this a gift or are there strings attached?”  “Gift” im-
plies no strings attached.  All that is needed is gratitude. The “giver” has no second thoughts 
that the present will provide a return.  It was given because someone loved them and wanted to 
do something for him or her, nothing more or less. 
    This is how God views His gift of salvation for us.  He paid the price for us; it cost God “His 
son.”  This was motivation out of His love for us. Our response is to receive, accept and be 
grateful.  Why is gratitude so important? God knows that our gratitude for what He has done will 
move us to love others. 
    What do we owe those who have been and are kind to us? We owe them thanks, from our 
grateful hearts, and to show our gratefulness we need to give that to others. We need to distin-
guish between those who “give to get” and those who truly give selflessly. It is generally easy to 
tell the difference.  If the giver is hurt or angered by sincere thanks, the gift was probably a loan 
not a gift.  If the gratitude is enough, you have received a legitimate gift with no feelings of guilt 
attached.
